USAC Presentation

· Jim Spink from USAC gave a presentation

· Dirt Tracks -How many dirt tracks are there? THQMA would be only dirt track in this area.

· Spec Tires -USAC currently use a Hoosier D10, D30. Do you have to run spec tires at club level? USAC is going to look into an answer on that for us because we are a dirt track; most clubs do get a grace period to switch over. Clubs can sell tires as a fundraiser for club. 

· Regional Opportunities- USAC has the Midwest Thunder which is a 3race series.  If we wanted to have Regionals like we do now, that would be up to each club and their Presidents.

· Soft Walls - Not required; USAC determines that on the conditions of each track

· Insurances - USAC uses WSIB they believe they are cheaper than K&K. The club can still choose to use K&K.

· Charter - The charter fee for USAC is $100. QMA charter fee is also $100.

· Membership Fees - USAC charges are $75.00 which includes 3 handlers and the drivers.  QMA charges $75.00 which includes 2 handlers in the same household and the drivers, then charges $25.00 for each additional handler.

· Who is in charge - Club runs club! If there are any COC issues USAC will back the clubs decision at local level. USAC will make decisions at the organization level.

· Honda - The Honda motor classes will continue in USAC.

· New Rule Changes- They don’t see any in the near future. 

· Seat belts - In USAC seat belts are good for 4yrs.  In QMA seat belts are good for 2yrs.

· Voting on Rule Changes - USAC gives each club representative / president a vote on changes at their “Competition Meeting“. USAC implements rule changes no later than beginning of Jan. QMA gives each club a vote to take to the regional meeting and the region gets one vote to take to the nationals meeting. 

· Grands - USAC does not have a “Grands” they have Sub Series events.  USAC is going to look in to bigger events that can be held at club tracks to help raise money.

· USAC Racing fees - To run an event put on by USAC it is $40.00 per class/car.  USAC keeps $25.00 of  the fees and runs the program, all racing activities, and awards. The club gets $15.00 and proceeds from concession stands and any other local fundraising event, club is responsible for their own concession stand.

· Race Receivers - We are not required to run them at club level but do have to use them at USAC events.

· Transponders - USAC does not qualify so we will not need them at USAC events.

· Prepping Tires -USAC does not allow prepping of tires and gives a one year suspensions for prepping tires.  USAC uses a lab in North Carolina, they will take your tire seal it up and ship it to lab for testing if there are any problems.
